Legal Committee Report – Larry Abelson

Summary Judgment granted in the Orci litigation.

Motion for Attorneys Fees scheduled to be heard on September 11, 2008, with a possible continuance beyond that date.

Construction problems at the Judeken residence on Queensbury, it is taking too long, and is frustrating neighbors.  This is not a valid reason to withhold dues, but the board and the various committees will explore options to get the area cleaned up.

Frank Slovak has made demands upon Patrick.  The latest are:  The annual meeting minutes, the final results of the election, a copy of the signed security service agreement between the Association and APS.

Annual Meeting minutes are now approved and will be online shortly, the election results are also online, and the Committee has determined that Mr. Slovak has been given access to all documents related to APS that he is currently entitled to under our bylaws and any relevant state laws.

Belinda Shapiro is asking for a discount on her dues because she has ADT security, and feels she is entitled to the same discount as those who currently have APS.  The Board’s policy is to give the discount only to APS users in order to encourage more members to sign up with APS. 

Executive Session

Communications – Derek Barton

We should look to begin putting out a newsletter.

Motion by Jennifer, seconded by Greg, to send out a newsletter that is in the mail by the 15th of September informing the community of all recent developments regarding the litigation, the block party, safety, the new fire department, the street developments, the green committee and any other issues of interest the community.  All submissions must be given to Derek by the 1st of September.  Motion passed unanimously.
Peter presented a new logo for the Association, which everyone approved of.  He also came up with a framed acknowledgement showing appreciation for former board members after they have finished their service with the board.  It will be presented at the next annual meeting to any members who have served on the board for a certain period of time.  Motion by made by Bob to give this certificate out to anyone who has served for at least 3 years, seconded by Derek.  Amendment by Jennifer to make it 5 years of service, seconded by Roberta.  Amendment passed 13-2.  Motion as amended passed unanimously.  
Larry moved that the board be given discretion to give the certificate to people who have served less time on the board.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Block Party – Gail Holtzman

Security Committee – Angela Connell presented by Bob Guerin

Larry moved, and Peter seconded a shift of one of the patrols from the day time to the early morning when most people are sleeping.  Motion passed unanimously.

Peter raised concerns regarding quality of service for APS.
Discussion of lawsuit regarding the failure of the city to follow the general plan.  Patrick will check this out and report back to us. 

Architectural Committee

Construction is planned at corner of Bridlevale and Danalda, the plans are being reviewed. 

Traffic Committee – Larry Abelson

Traffic islands are being worked on.  It is scheduled for a year, but should be finished long before that.  Weiss’s office has let us know that the landscaping will be done according to the plans that Jennifer & Monique came up.  This is being paid for by Trammel-Crowe from the construction in Century City at the MGM building and the CAA building.

The sewers have been checked out and they are apparently in very good condition.

Nazareth House is doing a remodel, they are amenable to putting in a traffic island at the stop sign on Manning in front of their location.
Monique questioned putting up more trees by the freeway at National & Manning.

Overnight parking is going to be banned on Manning between Motor & National, and on Motor between the 10 freeway and Manning on the west side of the street.  The question is where those cars will go, and if they will park in our neighborhood.  We are pushing to have our neighborhood made an overnight parking prohibited district.   Woodbine between Manning & Patricia right now bans overnight parking for non-residents.  Woodbine is eligible up to Barbydell, but it requires a certain number of signatures from people actually living on that street.  As of now, those signatures have not been collected.
